LENGTH OF TIME: one semester, 90 minutes every day
GRADE LEVEL: 12

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:

A variety of reading and writing strategies and techniques are studied in this course. The reading
is drawn from British literature and contemporary periodicals. Students learn to analyze and
interpret many genres of writing. Composition styles are reviewed and polished at this level.
Literary analysis is a focus of this course. Research and speech projects are developed.
